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The starting point of this article is in a long unknown text which was discovered while scrutinizing the different manuscripts of the Zohar (only a few of its paragraphs are found in its printed editions). At first I planned to publish it under the title 'an unknown Zoharic text'; and indeed its Aramaic language is 'Zoharic', as are most of its concepts. Nevertheless, deeper study has revealed that this text was in fact written by R. Joseph Angelet. Further research has located many other such texts (most of Biblical commentaries incorporated in the volume called Zohar Hadash are his). The simple conclusion of these findings is that many of R. Joseph Angelet's writings were incorporated in the Zoharic manuscripts as well as its printed editions. 
Thus we have discovered another historical name, besides R. Moshe de Leon, who was associated with the writing of this voluminous book. R. Moshe was active at the end of the 13th century, whereas R. Joseph Angelet was active in the first 30 years of the 14th century. Furthermore – similarly to his contemporary, the anonymous author of the Ra'aya Mehemana, R. Joseph Angelet may be considered a co-author of the Zohar as well as its commentator (since both wrote commentaries of the earlier phases of the Zohar). 
The phenomenon of inner commentaries is found in other parts of the Zohar as well (e.g. – Sitrei Tora is a commentary on the Matnitin). It would therefore be correct to conclude that the structure of the Book of Zohar is multi-layered; many of its later layers are by way of commentaries on its earlier ones. 
Analysing the contents of R. Joseph Angelet's writings (and especially this newly discovered text) reveals R. Joseph Angelet's interest in the figure of Joseph. This figure represents a certain aspect in the divinity as well as an array of human leaders, starting with the Biblical Joseph (and one wonders whether it ends with R. Joseph Angelet himself). It is characterized by its ability to give, to feed, to nourish either with seed (similarly to the Biblical Joseph who fed his people during the famine in Egypt) or symbolically with cosmic semen. This ability defines this prototype of Joseph as a messianic figure.  
Interestingly enough similar ideas about the messianic figure (as well as about a variety of other issues) are found in the writings of his above-mentioned contemporary, the author of Ra'aya Mehemana. It is one of the claims of this article that  these two authors must have known each other  and influenced each other. They might have therefore even been part of the same mystical group (Havura) and it also seems that they were competing with each other about their own messianic role. Since R. Joseph Angelet lived, for at least part of his life, in Aragon, it might be well true for the author of the Ra'aya Mehemana. Differently phrased - not all of the Zohar authors flourished in Castile, as is usually assumed!
The newly discovered text is presented to the reader in a critical edition. Unlike earlier research the analysis of this text depicts R. Joseph Angelet as a prolific and important kabbalist.
